Imagine if we could measure his training today and
he could wear carbon shoes like athletes today. | am sure he would want to try all these things. And I think running
in Prague would be fun for him.

Is it harder to organize the race in 1995 or today?

In 1995 everything was a bit crazier and freer. We were bold enough to come up with an idea and just did it. Today
organizing such an event needs more planning, more deadlines, more structure and a bit more rules and bureaucracy
and stamps.
